 The Trumbull County Family & Children First Council (TCFCFC) is proud to be celebrating nearly 30  
 years of ensuring that families and children have access to programs and services to improve  
 their daily lives! 

 Council provides a venue for family and child-serving providers to collaborate, identify challenges, share
 information and formulate practical solutions to eliminate barriers to care for families and youth.

 Trumbull County Family & Children First Council sponsors or participates in many initiatives and projects that  
 benefit the community including:

 High-Fidelity Wraparound – An intensive, cross-system, family-centered planning process for children and  
       youth with complex needs. 

 Countywide Orientation – A quarterly two-day virtual tour of twenty community agencies.
 Trauma Informed Care Initiative – Creating awareness of ACEs (Adverse Childhood Experiences) and  

       resilience. 
 Early Childhood Coordinating Committee – Sharing information and resources with a focus on early  

       childhood.

 Council also sponsors or participates in a variety of other community initiatives including Voices of Youth,  
 Kindergarten Transition, Candyland Lane, and GRAND Support. In Fiscal Year 2023, Council partnered with the
 Mahoning County Family & Children First Council and received funding from Ohio Mental Health and Addiction 
 Services (OhioMHAS) to provide respite events for youth in our communities with developmental delays, disabilities  
 and/or behavioral health needs. 

 Other projects included our observance of World AIDS Day and Operation: Baby Bundle, which provided diapers,  
 car seats and pack and plays to over a dozen airmen stationed at our Youngstown Air Reserve Base.

 Additionally, Council was integral in the formation of the local Communities of Support Network, an inclusive 
interagency group formed to ensure the successful rollout of OhioRISE in our community. 

 The Communities of Support grant has provided an opportunity for amazing collaboration. Meetings are 
 monthly, hosted by CSB, and every seat at the table is filled with leaders from a variety of our local family and  
 child-serving agencies. At a recent meeting, our county juvenile court judge shared how participating in these 
 meetings has helped him on the bench. He knows what a CANS (Child and Adolescent Needs and Strengths) 
 assessment is and he has a better understanding and appreciation for youth with Behavioral challenges. He also 
 knows what resources are available in our community and feels comfortable and confident making referrals. This is 
 truly the power of community and collaboration - all of our agencies working together for the good of our 
 families and youth.

 Council currently consists of approximately forty member agencies and organizations, including
 parent/family representatives, who meet every other month. Meetings are open to the public and visitors are 
 welcome! An Executive Board meets monthly to make business decisions and offer guidance to the Council. We 
 appreciate the Trumbull County Mental Health and Recovery Board for serving as our fiscal and administrative 
 agent for the Council.
